The Tonawanda Housing Authority has applied for funding to make necessary capital improvements that
will involve construction to your apartment.

All apartments will remain permanently affordable. The Tonawanda Housing Authority will continue to
manage the property. Ownership will transfer to an affiliated non-profit company.

No tenant will lose housing because of the planned work. Every tenant will be temporarily housed
during renovations and will have a Right of Return to their original or a comparable unit.

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ)

Where will tenants be relocated to?

All relocation will be temporary, phased, and lasting no longer than 12 months. First priority is
another apartment somewhere on the property. If this is not possible, the next option will be to
another location within the neighborhood. You also have the option to move in with family or
friends if that is your preference. Moving costs and additional costs during the period of relocation
such as inflated rent or utitities will be paid for by the Tonawanda Housing Authority. In some cases
it may be possible to only move once to a newly refurbished apartment.

Will children have to change school districts or schools?
No.

Will THA be selling the property and/or not managing it?
No — THA will continue to manage the property. Ownership will transition to a non-profit affiliate of
the Tonawanda Housing Authority.

Can | move back to my current apartment?

You have a right to return to the Project once rehabilitation or construction is complete. The right
to return is not a right to any specific apartment. If you are unable to return to your current
apartment, your new one will have the same major features as your current apartment.

The letter referenced that tenants will be temporarily or permanently relocated. Will tenants be able
to return?
Yes, everyone will have a right of return to the property.

Do you have to have Section 8 to return?
No, but if you currently have Section 8 rental assistance it will be available to you throughout the
time of temporary relocation and continue once you return to your permanent apartment.

Will my rent change?

Each unit size has a set rent amount that will be approximately 30% of your income. Depending on
your income level, it is possible your rent will exceed 30% of your income if you do not currently
have Section 8 assistance.

How do you ensure safety during construction and from environmental conditions?

There will be fences around all buildings under construction. Pertaining to chemicals and
environmental elements such as ashestos, certified professionals trained in removal will complete
the work.

When will the project start?

The project will start sometime between September and December 2026. Each phase will take about
10 months and the total period of construction is thirty (30) months to complete all the apartments.
You will be notified 60 days in advance of when you have to move.

What type of support is available?
A staff member will meet with each household to review the timeline, discuss apartment options,
and address any specific needs or questions you may have.
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
